The 2003 American Residency is funded by the Kennedy Center through a grant from the United States 
Department of Education with additional support from the National Endowment for the Arts.  Additional 
local support for the 2003 North Dakota Residency is provided by  the North Dakota State Legislature 
through a Lewis and Clark grant to the North Dakota Council on the Arts and by Arts Midwest. Statewide 
media sponsorship provided by North Dakota Public Radio and Prairie Public Television. Additional 
assistance is provided by the North Dakota Arts Alliance/Alliance for Arts Education. 
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In addition to the full orchestra itinerary, a separate chamber ensemble tour is being undertaken by the 
BECS Quartet, featuring members of the National Symphony Orchestra.  Their schedule is given in the 
accompanying release.
